Vintage and Winemaking Detail 
 
 
2004 was an excellent vintage for Pinot Noir on the Central Coast. Relatively light fruit set 
coupled with a long mild summer brought us grapes bursting with flavor. For only the third 
time in Calera’s history we decided to make a Vin Gris of Pinot Noir. The 2004 was 
made in the traditional European way: Pale yet flavorful juice was pulled from Pinot 
Noir grapes soon after they came into the winery and well before fermentation. The 
wine was fermented in a tank and never barrel-aged.  We bottled it very early to 
preserve its zinginess and freshness. 
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
