Calera’s ‘02 Mills 
Vineyard Pinot has rounded out and fl eshed out beauti-
fully, showing gorgeous black cherry, dark raspberry 
fruit, earthy notes of forest fl oor and root spices, with a 
remarkably long, lingering fi nish.
